TERM 3 

Week 1  

 

• Monday 14th July 

 

Enrolments open for 2026. The process is the same for both in-zone and out-of-zone applicants until the 

ballot stage for the out-of-zone applicants.

• Monday 21st July – Thursday 24th July 

 

Intermediate Staff and Students visit Year 6 students at Historical Contributing Schools only (Manurewa 

South; Manurewa West; Leabank; Homai; Rowandale; Roscommon).

Out-of-zone ballot. 

Within three days after the ballot, families will be advised of an offer of place and will have 14 days to 

accept. If unsuccessful in the ballot, families will be advised of the place they have on the waiting list.
